PREPARATION BEFORE USE

Confirm that the area of the site is sufficient to place this product, and ensure that there is sufficient operat-
ing space after the product is unfolded. Make sure the ground is flat so that the product remains level after
unfolding and the supporting feet are in contact with the ground without shaking. Make sure there are no
flammable or explosive substances around the site.

The product can be expanded according to the above process and method.
The opposite process results in a foldable product.
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Unfold the support feet.

One hand holds the handle to life the prod-
uct, and the other hand pushes the same side
support foot along the arrow to the position
shown. Open the other support foot in the
same way. Instead, put it away.

Unfold/fold the table

Open the side door latch, turn the table to a
horizontal position according to the direction of
the arrow, and lock it.

Hold the two sides of the table slightly up, and
at the same time press down the buckles on
both sides of the table without letting go, and
you can fold it when you put it down.

Lower/close the side door
Open the left and right doors simutaneously.

Pull Out / Put Away the Kitchen

As shown in the image, hold both handles with
both hands, press down to unlock them, and
pull the kitchen cabinet open in the direction of
the arrow.

Instead, take it back

As shown in the image, hold the handle on the
siide of the stove and pull the stove and sink
outward along the direction of the arrow.

Otherwise, it is withdrawn

Recieving / placing the support leg of the stove

As shown in the picture, grasp the tail of the
stove support leg, gently exert force, pull out
from the snap, and continue to pull outward in
the direction of the arrow until it is vertically
locked. Hold both sides of the cooktop, lift the
support legs off the ground, and press down
the bottom support leg unlock handle of the
cooktop to unlock it. Then pull it up and snap
into the clip to complete the following

Connect the gas tank

As shown in the image, the gas connection is
located on the side of the cooker, below the gas
switch. Screw in and tighten the connector of
the gas tank.
